UNIFORM POLICIES

Philosophical Statement:

The presentation of our students in any performance is important.  This organization stands for excellence 

and the appearance of  our young people is essential to the presentation of the music we perform.  Therefore 

these specific uniform policies and procedures are in place for all members of this organization.  

We must work together to guarantee that the students of this organization are aware of these policies and 

procedures and properly wear and care for the uniforms of the Green Hope Band.

Dress

There are two types of dress with the band: indoor and outdoor.  For indoor concert performances, the band will wear tuxedo shirts, cummerbunds and ties or concert black dresses. The outdoor dress will normally be band uniforms.  On occasion the band will need to wear band t-shirts for an event.  Nice looking white athletic shoes will also be worn with either blue jeans, khaki pants or matching shorts. Band T-shirts are given to each student and the cost is incurred in the student's fair-share.

Concert Dress

Students will be responsible for purchasing or renting tuxedo shirts, cummerbunds and bow ties. THE GREEN HOPE BAND WILL HELP YOU WITH PURCHASING YOUR CONCERT DRESS.  Information regarding the easiest way to purchase (in bulk through the band) will be given to all members at the beginning of each school year.  Students will also have to own black dress pants (or long skirts), black socks (hose) and black shoes (shoes may be ordered through the band).   

Ladies in the performing ensembles have the option of purchasing in lieu of the tuxedo ensemble a long concert black dress.  Students who select this option should describe the dress to the director before purchasing to guarantee that the dress is suitable for concert performances.  As a general guideline, the dress should completely cover the shoulders; chest and the length of the hem should extend at least to the middle of the calf.  Further, no slit in the dress should go above the knee. Ladies may also choose to wear the tuxedo shirts and ties with a long black skirt instead of pants.

Marching Band Uniform

Marching Band Uniforms are custom-fitted to each member.  Uniforms will be distributed in the late summer each year and each student will have this uniform assigned to them for the duration of the school 

year.  

Uniforms are to be kept on the campus of Green Hope High School.  There are occasional exceptions to this statement.  When uniforms are in the care of the student, it is their responsibility to properly take 

care of the uniform and all of the accessory parts.  

Shoes

Members of the band must have appropriate footwear.  The marching band uniform requires every student to own a pair of black marching shoes.  The band will wear Dinkles brand marching shoes and can be ordered through the Green Hope Band Boosters.  These shoes can be worn with the concert dress as well.

Green Hope High School will establish a shoe exchange program.  A shoe exchange program allows students to purchase used shoes and/or trade in used shoes for a different size.  Please consider donating your shoes to the shoe exchange program when you outgrow your shoes.

Dry Cleaning

The Green Hope High School Band Booster Organization will handle the dry-cleaning of the band uniform.  No member of the band should launder the uniform.  The uniform will only be professionally dry-cleaned with the consent of the director or uniform chairperson.  All uniforms will be cleaned in bulk through the 

Green Hope Band Boosters.

Fittings

Every student will meet with the uniform committee to be properly fitted for band uniforms.  Students will be issued a uniform for performances and they will be expected to have minor alterations done to guarantee a proper fit.  For this purpose, the uniforms will be sent home with students. We recommend that this be 

professionally done.  All hemming should involve sewing not cutting.  Please do not cut the hems of the jacket cuffs and pant cuffs. 

Guidelines

· The hem of the pants should be 3" off the ground with shoes on. 

· Sleeves should rest on the wrist bone when the arm is at the student's hip.

· The decorative cord is to be worn on the right arm with the arm through the bottom loop.

Rules:

1. The golden rule: We are either all in uniform or all out of uniform.  When in doubt, keep it zipped.

2. No informal hats may be worn with the uniform

3. Students are to have white gloves for all performances.  On the occasion that we use the second set of gauntlets, one black glove will be given to each student with the gauntlet.

4. Student's shoes must always be polished.  When in doubt, polish your shoes.

5. Gauntlets and plumes will be collected after each performance

6. Students should wear a comfortable pair of Umbro style shorts under uniform pants and a white T-shirt under the jacket.

7. Every student will wear black socks and black Dinkle style marching shoes while in band uniform.

8. No food consumption while in uniform and only water consumption.

9. Students will be held financially responsible for lost or damaged uniform parts.

10. Keep all the uniform and all accessory parts hung in the uniform bad when not in use.

Inspection Issues:

· Uniform inspection will be held before performances.  All areas of inspection must be passed.

· All hair is to be worn above the collar

· Jewelry is not to be worn in uniform

· Uniform must be wrinkle free for each performance

· Students must wear T-shirt (with sleeves) and shorts under uniforms

· No excessive make-up will be allowed in performance

Marching Band Uniform Policies and Procedures

The Green Hope High School Band will have assigned dressing times for home football games. Students will be given assigned dressing times.  The director will announce dressing times on Thursdays before

each home football game.   Student's dressing times will be by section or instrument and sections will alternate dressing times from week to week.  All students must be on campus at their assigned dressing time.

The Green Hope High School Band will dress either on-campus or off-campus for performances.  The procedures listed below. 

Procedure for uniform distribution for all campus events

· Arrive from commons area and line up by the chorus room.  All students should be wearing the shorts and t-shirts (with sleeves) that they will wear under their uniforms.

· Musicians will have their duffel bags with the following items: black shoes (Dinkles), black dress socks and white gloves (not percussion). Colorguard members will wear their unitard under shorts and a T-shirt and will carry their footwear for performance in their duffel bags.

· Students will move in an orderly fashion toward the uniform room from the chorus room and will enter the uniform room three students at a time. 

· Students will pick up their uniform and hat and proceed toward the band room for changing in one of two locations: 1) the band room and 2) the back stage area of the auditorium (exit out the building from the band room and enter the auditorium from the loading dock.

· Students will dress in pairs as there is need for assistance in zipping the backs of jackets.

· Once students have changed into their uniforms they need to secure a place for their duffel bag.  Hangers and other items (sneakers, other clothes) should be placed in your duffel bag.

· Students then report to the station for gauntlets.  The gauntlet box will be placed in the band room by the water fountain.  The boxes will be labeled by size of gauntlet. 

· Parent volunteers will add plumes to student's hats 5 minutes before leaving for performance (wear gloves).  Students will not touch plumes with their bare hands.   

Procedure for uniform collection for all campus events

· After the band returns to the band room from a campus event, students will break ranks and enter the band room.

· Upon entering the band room plumes will be collected and gauntlets collected by band volunteers.  Make sure that your gauntlets are returned to the correct box.

· Students will put away instruments before changing out of uniform.

· Students will change out of uniform in one of the two dressing areas: the band room and the back-stage area of the auditorium.

· Students will hang uniform properly: 

1. Pants should be hung seam to seam over the hanger.  Students will be sent back to do this task properly. To ensure that your exit from school is quick please hang uniforms properly the first time.   

2. Jacket should be hung with the NAME STICKER FACING FRONT AND ZIPPED.

· Students will leave the band room with all belongings and return their uniform and hatbox to the uniform room in groups of three.

· Students will hang uniform under the correct letter on the uniform racks and will place hat under your uniform on the floor.

· Students will have shoes, socks and gloves in their duffel bags.  Duffel bags will go home with students.  Gloves, shoes and socks will be cleaned/polished for the next performance.

Procedure for uniform distribution for off-site dressing

· Students will take uniform bag, hatbox and duffel bag from the bus area to the assigned dressing areas.

· Students will pair up and help each other dress.

· Students will place "street clothes" and belongings in their duffel bags and uniform bags and return to the bus area.

· After securing a place for your duffel and uniform bags, students will report to the gauntlet station and be assisted by parent volunteers in procuring gauntlets for performance.

· Parent volunteers will add plumes to hats 5 minutes before leaving for performance.

Procedure for uniform collection for off-site dressing

If band uses uniform racks then all students need to do is to return uniform to the racks at the competition and assist in moving the racks from the truck to the room at the conclusion of the evening. If the band does not use uniform racks, then each student will line up by the chorus room and students will return uniforms to the uniform room in the manner they would for a home football game.

Transporting Band Uniform to meet the group at a specified location

On occasion band members will pick-up their uniforms from school and take the uniforms home.  This procedure would be followed if the band was meeting as a group at a specified location and were to arrive wearing the band uniform.  Students are to be responsible for the care of the uniform and all of the accessory parts, the hat and their shoes, socks, gloves and under clothes.  Parent volunteers will transport the plumes and gauntlets to the event.

On events such as these it is most important that students are aware of the times that the uniforms will be 

dispersed and collected.  

Cleaning

The Green Hope Band Boosters will arrange for all cleaning of the marching band uniform.  Please do not have the uniform dry cleaned without the knowledge and consent of the uniform chairperson.  

Uniforms will be cleaned approximately 3-4 times per year.
